YARD DEBRIS INFORMATION & INSTRUCTIONS
· Collection and disposal of yard debris waste is specifically regulated by  S.C. DHEC and Federal EPA directives to prohibit commingling with solid waste (garbage).  Horry County compliance is managed by the Horry County Solid Waste Authority and its landfill.  Yard debris is defined as grass clippings, brush and plant residue, tree trimmings, leaves, and branches.
· Paper bags must be no larger than 30 gallons. Bundles must be no longer than 3 ft. (40 lbs. maximum) and securely tied. The maximum # of paper (not plastic) bags per customer is five (5).
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· Place at curbside so that paper bag(s) and container(s) are visible to drivers.
· Limit 5 paper bags or Items  (Bundles or Paper bags)
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
